$1.1 billion electric vehicle factory in Del Valle ISD

• The plan filed with the city of Austin includes a 
massive oblong factory building just east of Texas 
130 that spans from near the Colorado River north to 
near Harold Green Road

• The facility’s footprint amounts to 7.9 million sq. ft.
• The plant will be producing 2 popular existing vehicle 

models as well as be the launching point for two new 
Telsa products, the Cybertruck pickup and

• Travis County and Del Valle ISD helped lure the 
factory to the area by approving over $60 million in
